Traveling from South Santa Cruz County or Monterey Bay Area
From Hwy 1 North
Exit at Airport Blvd. and turn left toward the center of Watsonville
Turn left on Freedom Blvd. toward Corralitos

(If skipping freeway from Watsonville area, begin directions here)

Take Freedom Blvd North toward Corralitos
Turn right onto Corralitos Rd. (which is a 3-way intersection)

Two miles up you’ll come to a 4-way intersection with the Corralitos Market on the corner.  This is where the name of the road changes to Eureka Canyon.  Check your mileage odometer at that intersection and drive straight up the road 6.5 miles.  
The driveway to our camp will be on your left hand-side.  We share our driveway with a Buddhist Retreat Center, and they have a big blue sign at the driveway that reads, “Pema Osel Ling” – you can’t miss it.  Turn left into that driveway.  Then the driveway immediately forks into 3 directions.  Take the fork furthest to your right that goes downhill.  You will see our sign that reads, “Growing Up Wild”.  Our driveway takes you straight to our camp.

Exit onto Freedom Blvd. and turn left

Drive about 5 miles to Corralitos Rd. (which is a 3-way intersection) and turn left
